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The VIP Academy is a comprehensive community and school-based youth violence reduction initiative implementing two evidence based models. Services are designed to reduce incidences of violence and disruptive behavior among youth engaging in a high number of violent/disruptive behavior, academic failure, aggressive behavior, experiencing family conflict and/or other risk factors. They reside in the Hialeah, Opa-Locka, and Miami Gardens area. Additionally services intend to increase parental involvement in their child’s school and increase parenting skills, encourage prevention and facilitate intervention. The VIP Academy seeks to make investments in the future of children by ensuring children are supported by safe, nurturing families, and communities.  Targeted students (ages 11-16) will be referred to the program by school staff, community, and family members.  The program will be implemented year round at 5 different locations including; Lawton Chiles, Lake Stevens, Parkway, Westview and Madison Middle Schools.
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
